Parent Education: Literacy Sessionswith Wendy Bean:

Last Wednesday, we had even more parents attend the second of three Literacy Parent Education Sessions ... 27 parents

in total!

Any parents who missed the first and/or second sessions are most welcome to join us for session # 3 (the final session)

tomorrow.

Below are severa “pearls’ | picked up from Wendy’ s second session:

- School Systems benefit enormously from “uninterrupted, sustained, daly Literacy Blocks” —
Literacy Blocks usually extend from 9am to Recess.

- A major gtrategy for us as teachers and parents. When listening to children read and they come to an unfamiliar
word, try to PAUSE, PROMPT then PRAISE ... Some good questions to prompt children are:

0 Can you see something in the picture to assist you?

What is happening in the story?

What might happen next?

How would you say that? (perhaps select a chunk of the word)

Can we say it that way?

Doesit look right? (ie re the word suggested by the child)

0 Do you know another word that looks like that?

- Establish routines at home ... Read with and to children!

- Buy booksfor your children as presents!

- A quote to finish on: “By a child’'s 5" birthday, they usually have strong command of 90% of their native
language. Any child who has mastered 90% of a language by 5 years of age has the complete ability to learn
to read effectively”

The above Gospel passage from John, is one that is regularly used within Lent. The message within it is similar
totheanalogy of a lifeless plant — all dried up, hardened and helpless. The life of this plant is renewed
through the loving devotion of its owner, and the pouring of water over it to bring it to life again.

During Lent, we are challenged to bring Jesus close to our heart, close to our being. Through prayer, self-denial and
almsgiving we can strive to achieve this closer relationship. As well, we are challenged to acknowledge
any “ hardness’ in our heart, and open it up to receive the love and comfort of Jesus and His way.

Project Compassion: Week One of Project Compassion saw Us raise, as a school, a total of $227.20. With that
amount, our Mission Prefects Emma and Hamish, were able to inform us that we have provided ten training packs for
ten street boys in Papua New Guinea to learn organic farming; 70 tree seedlings to re-forest drought affected India and
5 bananatree plantlets for subsistence farming in Uganda.

Week Two of Project Compassion has seen us raise, as a school, a further $135.50. Emma and Hamish were able to
inform us that with this amount we have provided four Bolivian families with seeds for a vegetable garden;
two chickens for a Bolivian child to rear for their family and 35 tree seedlings to re-forest drought affected India.

National Ride2School Day 2009 sees students and parents all across the state and the country
choosing a healthy and sustainable form of transport by walking or riding the school journey.

Walking or cycling to school enables your children to start the day by being active, helps them to
get to know their neighbourhood and improves their road safety skills. Walking and cycling with
your child is a great way to spend time with them and build up their skills and confidence to enable
them to become independent travelers. Children under 12 years of age are allowed to walk and
cycle on footpaths and so are adults who are walking and cycling with them.

The National Ride2School day aims to encourage students of all ages along with their families to
give it a go and eliminate the barriers to a healthier way of life. “Incorporating physical activity into
everyday tasks (for example — the school journey) can prove highly effective in achieving the
recommended daily goal of 30 minutes physical activity.” It's also good for the environment — each
kilometer you ride on a bicycle instead of driving you save approximately 0.3kg of greenhouse
emissions - cycling 5km each way saves 650 kilograms of greenhouse gas emissions per year.
