·  Children will write the best they possibly can if they have an audience to write for / to … Look how 
motivated a student musician becomes re “practice” when he/she is readying for a performance 
opportunity … Writing is the same – I encourage parents to encourage their children to write letters 
to loved ones and / or “heroes” and then post these letters! 

Parent Helpers in classrooms: 
Teachers are presently considering suitable ways to utilise parent assistants in the classrooms.  Attached to 
this newsletter is a note for parents to consider completing if they would like to assist 
(eg in Reading Groups, in Story Writing, changing home readers etc).

�  Please be flexible when “parent help programmes” commence because it is possible that 
Reading Groups or another activity may need to be cancelled on a day that presents unforeseen 
circumstances for a teacher.

P+F management changes that we are encouraged to adopt at Prouille.  This will be a valuable opportunity 
to work with Sue to ascertain the best way forward for our community - Tuesday 7 April 5.30 pm – 
School Library. 
Parent 2U newsletter from the Parent Council. 
Parents are encouraged to read the attached newsletter, “Parents 2U”, from our Broken Bay Diocesan 
Parent Council.  
The Broken Bay Parent Council web site is www.brokenbayparentcouncil.org.  I add that the site also has 
an extraordinary library of valuable sites and information on Parenting and Education Matters! 
P+F Meeting last week and IT needs at Prouille: 
After two staff members completed an inventory of IT resources and associated infrastructure at Prouille 
earlier this term, a number of critical needs were ascertained.  In order to build our resources to 5 computers 
in each classroom (this is generally considered a minimum requirement in primary schools today), 
65K of P+F funds is immediately required (I add that this includes several data projectors in selected 
classrooms). 
I trust that all parents appreciate the importance of this investment.  I am hoping that a big injection in 2009 
will “get the ball rolling” and make funding less of a burden in future years.  Parents must also realise that 
our “school budget” (as opposed to the P+F budget) will have to fund IT heavily in 2009 too - 
(NB infrastructure, electrical upgrades, Professional Development for staff etc).  Where possible, 
all upgrades will be purchased/completed with “portability” in mind - ie in case we have to move! 
I am hoping to have these important IT needs “up and running” in classrooms by the middle of Term 2 
or earlier. 
1:1 Notebook proposal for Stage 2 students: 
At last week’s P+F Meeting, Mr Trotter proposed that Stage 2 students have a computer notebook each 
(ie 1:1) in 2010.  Whilst this proposal was well received, I stress that it is only an idea the school 
is investigating.  If the proposal does gain momentum and if CSO supports the concept, a parent forum will 
be called to specifically discuss the pros and cons.

Dear Parents and Carers, 
 
The first General Meeting for this year saw the implementation of numerous changes to the format 
of the usual Prouille P&F meeting, such as a move to one General P&F Meeting per term, 
streamlined reporting by the P&F Committee and formalised expenditure approval process.  
These changes have been strongly recommended by the CSO, to promote a transparent, inclusive 
and accountable P&F Association.  Our hope is that implementing these changes will encourage 
a greater interest in the P&F within the school community. 
 
Part of this new meeting format also allowed for a short discussion aimed at promoting 
communication of ideas among attendees.  As a result, here is a list of parks frequented by 
members of the school community that have been highly recommended as “Family Friendly” 
places:

Several important school issues were discussed at the meeting.  These include: 

 * Attendees voted to approve of a large spend of P&F funds on classroom IT, which includes 
an immediate upgrade to 5 fully functioning computers in every classroom and installation of 
data projectors in targeted classrooms. 

 * Presentation of an IT proposal for possible implementation in Stage Two classes 
next year.

These computers 
would be an integral part of the day-day education process within the classroom.  Whilst this 
proposal was well received, it is stressed that it is only an idea the school is investigating. If the 
proposal does gain momentum and if CSO supports the concept, a parent forum will be called to 
specifically discuss the pros and cons. 
 



* A proposal to develop a sacred space/Memorial Garden in memory of deceased family 
members and students at the school.  The garden would also be a reflective prayer space for our 
Prouille class teachers to use during RE lessons and prayer time.  Mr Ford and the Year 6 students 
will be involved in the garden design and creating a mural to decorate the sacred space.  
Further details regarding this garden will be made available as they are finalised. 
 
 * P&F’s audited accounts were presented and signed. 
  
 
 
It was also decided to re-introduce the “P&F Feedback” box in the School Office.  If you have any 
questions, comments or suggestions regarding P&F activities or general school issues, please feel 
free to send a note via the message folders marked “ P&F Feedback” , or drop it into the office 
personally.  We will address any issues raised as rapidly as possible and communicate outcomes 
as appropriate; either directly to the family concerned or via the school newsletter for broader 
school issues. 
 
 
The next General P&F Meeting is to be held on Monday May 11th, 7:30 pm in the School Hall.  
At this meeting, Philip Ledlin will present the School’s Strategic Plan to 2012, and the Annual Goals 
for this year; what has already been achieved and what is still to come.  
 
 
The other main agenda item to be addressed at the next meeting will be an open discussion of 
“Community Building” and “Social Activities” within the school in the light of the new guidelines from 
the CSO and the current economic climate. 
 
 
We would strongly encourage all parents/carers to come along to this P&F Meeting.  We are 
committed to an “ open”  meeting policy where everyone is not only welcome to attend 
but also encouraged to contribute to the discussion.
