Sports News
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The following information may assist you in preparing your children for the day:

All children should wear House coloured shirts with their sports uniform.
No spikes or bare feet are allowed.
Children must wear hats and be encouraged to wear sunscreen.

Children must have returned permission notes and parents need to have indicated the
travel arrangements for their children.

No child is to go home with another parent, unless you have written permission
to your child's class teacher.

Parents are welcome to sit with your children at lunchtime.
Children must bring any necessary medication (eg asthma puffers) with them.

Children aged 5/6, 7 and 8 years will participate in a sprint, relays, ball games and novelty
games.

Children aged 9, 10, 11 and 12 years will participate in sprints, relays, ball games, long jump
and shot put (with the exception of 9 year children, who will do vortex instead of shot put).

Colour Captains will select teams for the Circular Relays at lunchtime.

There will be two Invitation 100m races, which will involve the 7 fastest boys and girls from
the 100m races. These will be run immediately after lunch.

Ribbons will be awarded to 1%, 2", 3" and 4™ placegetters.
Points will be allocated 4, 3, 2, 1 respectively.
At the conclusion of the carnival, the following awards will be made in the Presentation.

These will be based on points gained in the 1700m/200m/800m races, Long Jump and Shot
Put.
